Multiplication Tables Check - Important information for Year 4 Parents  

The Multiplication Tables Check (MTC) is a Key Stage 2 assessment (test) that is to be taken at the end of Year 4. The 
purpose of the MTC is to ensure that times table knowledge is at the expected level.  

The MTC is an online test where pupils are asked 25 questions on times tables 2 to 12. For every qu estion, your child will 
have 6 seconds to answer and in between the questions there is a 3 second rest. Questions about the 6, 7, 8, 9 and 12 
times tables come up more often. The questions are generated randomly based on the rules of the MTC.  

At St Philipõs, we will continue to practise and apply multiplication tables in class. In addition to this, we will give the 
children opportunities to practise their test technique in preparation for this important assessment. Please support your 
child at home with the ir learning of times tables. Websites such as TT Rockstars and Topmarks ôHit the buttonõ are a great 
starting point.
